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Nature and Extent of involvement of Faculty and students in academic affairs/ improvements
Our Institution is committed to create competent and skilled professionals who can cater to intellectually and
technologically changing environments by imparting high quality value based technical education and training.

During the current pandemic situation a number of initiatives for imparting continuous education to the students in
virtual mode has been taken. Online Classes are being conducted through Google Meet with Powerpoint
Presentations which includes content from the syllabus and beyond the syllabus.
Digital Course Materials prepared by our faculty members supports and encourages students for Activity Based
Learning. Contents of Digital Course Materials includes Course Objectives, Pre Requisites, Syllabus, Course
outcomes, CO- PO/PSO Mapping, Lecture Plan, Activity based learning, Lecture Notes, Assignments, Part A, Q & A
(with K level and CO), Part B Qs (with K level and CO), Supportive online Certification courses (NPTEL, Swayam,
Coursera, Udemy, etc.,), Real time Applications in day to day life and to Industry, Contents beyond the Syllabus,
Assessment Schedule ( Proposed Date & Actual Date), Prescribed Text Books & Reference Books and Mini Project
suggestions. This helps the students to understand the subject thoroughly. Digital Course Materials are prepared
for all the subjects and uploaded in the Institution website.
During the online Lecture classes, the students are shown related videos for easy understanding along with the
usual faculty lectuture. The Lecture sessions are recorded and uploaded in the Institution website for the reference
of the students. The content is being delivered using digital teaching techniques such as:

o Power point Presentation

o Creative Pen tablet

o Videos Presentation

o Excel sheets

o Virtual Simulation Techniques

o Quiz using Google forms etc.,
Ours is the 1% Institution in Tamil Nadu to introduce Al powered learning campus for our students in collaboration
with Edwisely a mobile app that provides Digital learning snippets and learning contents for all the subjects. This
facility also provides platform for conducting assessments in MCQ format following with Bloom’s Taxonomy. The
app also gives Topic wise, Question wise and Student wise analysis for the assessments conducted.



e During the current pandemic situation internal, end semester examinations (Theory & Practical) are conducted
successfully in the online mode. Smart Pick application software developed by CoE, RMKEC is used for generating
the question papers for conducting the assessment tests. A question bank containing all possible questions is
prepared by each subject handling faculty and submitted to the exam cell for generating the question paper. Smart
Pick application software generates the question paper and also maps each question with the respective
knowledge level as well as the course outcome. Skillrack portal is also used to conduct subject wise MCQ practice
tests. End semester examinations are conducted with the support of Examly in an Al powered Online Proctored
platform.

e Placement training programs on quantitative aptitude, verbal reasoning, analytical skills, soft skills, interview skills,
group discussions etc. and on-line aptitude tests (AMCAT, SKILLRACK) are conducted to help the students in their
placement. Skillrack daily tests are very much useful for our students to enhance their aptitude, verbal reasoning,
analytical and programming skills. Value added courses are conducted for students on the latest topics to improve
their skill sets and knowledge and to make the students ready to meet the industry requirements. This has resulted
in a very good placement of record.

e Effective counseling system is in practice to monitor and guide the students to excel in their academic, co-curricular
and extracurricular activities.

e Academic counseling is given to all the students by allotting a Year coordinator, class in-charge, and two to three
faculty counselors for the academic and personal guidance of the students.

e One faculty counselor is deputed for every 20 students and they will continue to be the mentor for the particular
student till he/she completes his/her course by monitoring the growth of the students and their academic needs,
giving general counseling etc.

e Parent-teacher meeting are conducted every semester to convey the academic progress and to improve the
parent—teacher-student relationship.

e The faculty counselor maintains the complete profile of the students to monitor the growth of the students. Also
monitors and motivates the students to effectively utilize the placement training programs and to make the
students job ready.

e Faculty members also upgrad their academic qualifications by pursuing Ph.D. Programme. They are also guiding
student projects of high standard, which are industry oriented.

Students interested in joining the CoEs are selected in their second year based on the eligibility, academic
performance and a Common Entrance Test. They are given training (class room and online with internationally
recognised certification) from their second to final year. The course curriculum (theory and practical) for each of the
CoE is as prescribed in consultation with the Advisory Committee of the CoE of experts from industry partners.
Students are also given opportunities to participate in Guest Lectures and Online Webinars by industry experts.
